County to the West and North, all in Guadalupe County, Texas, as depicted on the map included 
with this notice. The purpose of the consent annexation is to promote and protect the general 
health, safety and welfare of persons residing in and adjacent to the municipalities and facilitate 
development of a residential subdivision in the City of Universal City, Texas. Upon annexation, 
the annexed area will be bound to the Code of Ordinances, as amended, of the City of Universal 
City.
